C . B • M • i n t en an c e Un i t 5 9 9 , for i t w a a on t ha t d a y a t G.u 1 f po r t , 

Mi11i11ippi, that the 134th Con~truction Battalion waa decommiaa-

ioned. The usual gaiety that prevailed on payday waa over-ahad-

owed by this disheartening news. It was a certai nt y that friend-

ships formed during boot camp d~ya would soon be terminated, with 

the entire personnel dispersed to the four corners of the 1lobe. 

Speculation was running high, and spirits lo~ until it was announ­

ced that a new Construction Battalion Maintenance Unit would be 

commissioned into the u. S . Navy, officially designated aa CBMU 

s 99. The commissioning date wa~ April 10, 1944. 

Th e officer and enlisted p~rsonnel were chosen mainly from 

Company A of the 134th NCB, Lt. William K. Bryant, former Company­

A Commander, was assigned as Officer in Charge, Lt. (jg) Jamesy. 

Graham as Executive Officer, an cl Ens. Garry ff . Austin, Carp. 

William Christoffer s en, a n d Don~l o A. Alworth as junior officers, 

Carp. Christoffersen was hospit ~ lized shortly after he wea rec­

eived aboard, and his name was d eleted from the roster upon not­

ification from the medical authorities th at he would be unable 

to proceed with the unit. The loss of this officer was deeply 

felt as he was beloved by the entire personnel. Fortunately, how-

~ver, Cprp. Charles A. Sherving · on was assigned to hia billet. 
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With all preparation• made for departure, we ahoYed off for 

Port Hueneme, California, on the 24th of April. We were • proud 

outfit •archln1 to the troop train led bJ our own band. At tbe 

aidjn1, we were met by aan1 officer• and men of the old 134tb 

who had come to aay farewe)l and wlah ua O~d apeed. LeaYln1 

Gulfport we rode throu1h Louiaiana, Texaa, New Mexico, . Arlaona, 

and aero•• tbe Colorado River into California. In the ear11 

houra on the 28th our train pulled into t~e yarda of our new 

baae. The followin1 mornin1 found ua ln high aplrlta. Per hap• 

it was the thought• of liberty in Hollywood that brl1htened our 

outlook. We aoon learned that aa a liberty town Hollywood waa 

topa, and the treatment afforded us by the people of California 

waa above reproach. For the most of u• it waa our initial view 

of the vaat Pacific Ocearu it was then that the men from the Eaat 

Coast realized they were quite a distance from home. 

We quickly adapted ourselves to the bas~ regulationa, and 

in short order found ouraelves in the midst of an extenalve mill· 

tary and technical training program. The military program con-

sisted of rifle, machine gun, mortar, and hand 1renade practice; 

field maneuvers; advance basic and advanced firat aid; bayonet 

and gas maak drllla. Special trainin& ••• elven in chemical war· 

fare, field fortification•, and camoufla1e. The technical prog-
, 

ram conaisted of practical experience in the field of refriaera· 

tion, 1tevedorin1, heavy equipment, fire fi1htin1, comaunicationa, 

drafting, and Quona~t hut erection. Lecturea and •otlon pictures 

pertinent to thia trainln1 waa alao included •• a part of the pro-

grama.

Before the day was over that old devil, mal de mer, 

had taken his toll, and nightfall found many seasick Seabees 

aboard. However, within a few days all hands had found their sea-

legs and the experiences suffered was a matter for chiding and 

j es t . 

As th e unit had no other duties assigned to them, other then 

the galley and security watch, the men spent most of their t i me 

writing, reading, playing cards, and indulging in genera l conver-

sat ion. The serenity amidst a blackout atmosphere p r ovided much 

food for thought as many of the men contented themsel ves, sprawl-

ed on the forward deck. A silhouette in the moonlight! Yes, we 

thought about that as we instinctively fing ered our life-jackets 

which were continuously worn during the enti re voyage . 

Dawn of the day found us nea r ing our dest ination and in a 

few hou r s we sighted land. A passing plane zoomed across our bow, 

and fully satisfied as to our identity, went about his duty search-

ing the sea and sky for hostile elements. It was quite a thrill 

as we rounded Diamond Head, passing Waikiki Beach, the Royal 

Hawaiian Hotel, and other famous land marks we had so often read 

about in the past. While we idled outside the harbor waiting for 

a pilot to guide us through the ch annel a school of dolphin play-

ed lazily off the starboa~d side of our ship. As the transport 

steamed its way up the channel and into the harbor, our thoughts 

ra ced back to that fateful December 7, 1941 
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Our tranaport was finally made fast to the dock assigned her 

and our skipper went ashore to report to the proper authorities. 

Shortly, we walked down the gangway and boarded trailer busses 

to our camp. Tent City! The dust bowl of the Pacific! At first 

we were unimpressed by the tents that were to be our quarters, 

but with the CAN DO spirit we set ourselves to the task of mak­

ing conveniences to offset the bare necessities provided us. Due 

to the fact that we were assigned to the maintenance of a Naval 

Aviation Suppl~ Depot which was in its initial stage of const­

ruction, we were obliged to remain in Tent City until such time 

11 the barracks of this depot were erected. With projects map-

ped and work details assigned, C~MU 599 became a beehive of act­

ivity with the entire personnel exerting every energy in the ex­

ecution of th e ir assignm e nt. 

In September we vacated our quarters and moved down the 

road about a quarter of a mile to a Quonset hut area. Although 

we found these new quarters more adequate than living in tents, 

many improvements were made and facilities added for our comfort 

and welfare. During the e nsuing three months we continued to 

travel to the new base until such time as our barracks were ready 

for occupancy. Finally on December 10, with the ~stablishment 

o( the u. S. Naval Barracks Area, CBMU 599 moved again. We found 

living conditions in our new quarters to be the most comfortable 

since our entrance into the service. With steel spring bunks, 

large individual lockers, excell , nt chow, and a Quonaet hut prov­

ided for hobby work, we had matt rs very much to our satisfac-

ti on. 
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All hands that departed from Gulfport on the first tr~ek oi 

our journey are not with us today. Some we left in Hueneme, and 

others were transferred to various activities during the past 

nine months . We have with us four men that joined our unit after 

we arrived in the islands. 

Just how long our assignment will keep us here ls something 

of speculation. However, when the time comes for us to take on 

another task this unit will be ready with the same spirit and 

fortitude that will always remain a part of our own CONSTRUCTION

welders. Althouah not primarily construction men, the peraonnel who serve 

in the administrative, commissary, postal, and 1hip's service departments 

ere necessary for the self -s ufficiency of the unit. Due to the grekt 

variety of ski lled men employed, practically no altuations arise that are 

not 1oon well in hand. 

Previous to embarking for overseas duty this unit was in a training 

1tatu1 and little const ruction was performed. Since our arrival at

, our assianment ~as included all types of construction work. 

As the accomplishments of the unit are too numerous to describe individ­

ually, we state here only the 1 highlights". Ours is the job of maintain­

ina approximately 80 buildings and over 400 pieces of automotive and con­

struction equipment. Also we have alterations and repairs to make in the 

communication, drainage, highway, lighting, power, and water syatems. 

Moat of our work is of a maintenance nature; however, several major con­

struction ta1k1 have been undertaken and partially or entirely completed. 

Included are: athletic field, di,epensary, extenaion to garage, provision 

warehouse for galley, refrigerated warehouse, theater, and a number of 

quonset huta which are ~eing used for many purposes. 

The e ne rgy and skill diaplayed by our men in the performance of their 

d~ties have been of such quality to merit commendations from our 1 S kipper 1 

also the commanding officer of the activity to which we are attached, and 

from variou1 highe r authorities. 

We have every intention of continuing as a highly-efficient unit do­

ing its utmoat to further the war effort and hasten the time when peace 

return• and war will be only an unpleasant memory.
